RAILROAD SCARE!
“ScareCrows At Play”
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A traditional scarecrow is basically a crossed figure that can be stuffed or not.  Your imagination is your guide!

Your Scarecrow can reflect your business as an advertisement with personality or can be anything you desire. All Scarecrows will be viewed and voted on by the visitors. Best of Show ribbons will be awarded. All Scarecrows must be pre-registered…see attached Participation Form.

Materials: 

1. The frame can be made from an upside down broomstick, PVC pipe, lumber, bamboo stakes, metal pipe ~ what ever you have available to provide structure. You will need approximately a 6’ height, a 2’ shoulder placed about 8-12 inches down, and a 1’ hip/waist if so desired.

2. Duct tape, wire, elastic bands or nails to secure the arms, etc. in place. 

3. Stuffing can be anything from newspapers, garbage bags, straw, old clothes ~ whatever.

4. Materials for head can be panty hose stuffed, pillowcase, burlap, broom head and can be embellished with paint, glued on face, sewed on features. Please do not use a purchased mask. 

5. The “Outfit”!  Whatever- (maybe a scarecrow is a washing machine cardboard box with a box of soap for the head and clothes hanging off its arms or crows clasping on to cornstalks!) Look around your business and see what can be recycled! 

Directions: These really are incredibly simple to make. You will be amazed at the personality each one will take on!  So, first, decide who your Scarecrow will be!

1. After attaching the supports, make the head and hair. The head can be panty hose stuffed, gourds, yarn, moss, raffia, and old mop. Other ideas include any size ball, milk jug, pot, tin can, and pillowcase………. 

2. Facial expression is the first thing people notice. Think about what you want your scarecrow to “say”. What is the message?  Use paints, buttons, sewn or glued on features for expressions.

3. Slip the head over the short end of the stick and secure tightly with wire or tape

4. The Outfit:  Use your imagination. You can decide to stuff or not, using straw, newspapers, etc or for more flexibility, use chicken wire bent to shape. Your scarecrow can be sitting if you provide the prop, or standing and we will fasten it to a post in the ground. Some people use PVC pipe jointed to give the motion they want.

5. Tie gloves and shoes on. Don’t forget the details~ a glittering pair of high heel shoes will make all the difference!

After I’ve made the Scarecrow, then what do I do?

1. Display your ScareCrow in your place of business or in the Depot Park.

2. Scarecrows in Depot Park will be on display from 10AM-4PM.  Set up time starts at 8 AM ~All must be in place by 10AM!  

3. If you are using cherished props, please understand that we cannot be responsible for their safety, but will do our best to see that nothing is disturbed.

4. Attach or hang a 4 x 6 (postcard size) sign on the s-crow with the name of your Scarecrow.

5. All participating businesses will be identified with a sign provided by RRSQ. 

6. Please send someone to pick up your ScareCrow no later than 4PM; we are not responsible for them after that time. We will be cleaning up the Park and would appreciate your cooperation.
